ACT for P.falciparum malaria – uncomplicated cases

The following ACTs are currently recommended in that order

· Artemether-Lumefantrine 



AL
· Artesunate + Amodiaquine



AS+AQ

· Artesunate + Sulfadoxine–Pyrimethamine
AS+SP

· Artesunate + Mefloquine



AS+MQ
· Amodiaquine + Sulfadoxine–Pyrimethamine
AQ+SP 
(may be an interim option)
· Artemether 20 mg + Lumefantrine 120 mg combined in each tablet

· Available as Lumether, Riamet, Coartem

· Artemisinins should not be used as monotherapy.

· Chloroquine or its combinations should not be used for P.falciparum.

· In uncomplicated cases oral therapy is to be preferred.

· Side effects of Artemisinins are mild – Gi disturbances, Dizziness

· Arteether (E Mal) is available as injection of 150 mg in 2 cc ampoule. To be given as i.m. injection O.D. x 3 days. Each box has 3 ampoules.

Recommended second-line antimalarial treatments in order of preference:
• artesunate + tetracycline or doxycycline or clindamycin,

• quinine + tetracycline or doxycycline or clindamycin.
Artesunate (2 mg/kg bw once a day) + tetracycline (4 mg/kg bw four times a day) or doxycycline (3.5 mg/kg bw once a day) or clindamycin (10 mg/kg bw twice a day). Any of these combinations have to be given for 7 days.

Quinine (10 mg salt/kg bw three times a day) + tetracycline or doxycycline or clindamycin. Any of these combinations have to be given for 7 days.
Lactating mothers Rx – ACT same as any one else

For the first trimester of pregnancy 
quinine +/– clindamycin.

For second and third trimesters:

1. the ACT being used in the country/region, or

2. artesunate + clindamycin,

3. quinine + clindamycin.
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
